The Rocky Statue and the Rocky Steps  The Rocky Statue 
and the Rocky Steps are two of the most popular attractions 
in Philadelphia. We don’t have an exact visitor count, but if 
we did it would be near the top. The Art Museum steps 
have been declared the second most famous movie location 
in the entire world(!!). Visiting the statue, running up the 
steps, and taking a picture at the top is pretty much a must 
on your first visit to Philly. It’s a right of passage.

In this building in 1776, the 
Founding Fathers came together to sign the Declaration of 
Independence. Eleven years later, representatives from a 
dozen states met here to lay the framework for the U.S. 
Constitution. Today, the building is the centerpiece of 
Independence National Historical Park, and guided tours 
are available to visitors year-round.
